Purpose:
To offer support and resources in natural environments for families with infants, toddlers, and preschoolers, ages birth to five, who are deaf or hard of hearing. Additional information at: (www.skihi.org.) 
What is involved?
On-going home visits with a certified SKI-HI Parent Advisor, utilizing the SKI-HI Curriculum and
 other resources.  Providing information and activities for families on Early Communication, Audition, Assistive Technology, American Sign Language, Aural-Oral Language, emotional support and more.  In addition, the Parent Advisor connects the family to other families through support activities.

When will the family start the SKI-HI Program?
The SKI-HI Program starts after the baby’s hearing loss has been identified. 
A First Steps Service Coordinator will develop the Individual Family Service Plan (IFSP)
 with the family, which includes a SKI-HI Parent Advisor.
